matching monogram letters,
reversible solids on the back of
every pattern, and the addition
of beautiful rub-on phrases from
7 Gypsies and stitched felt flow-
ers, these pages go together
effortlessly and seem to have
instant “heart”. Get cozy with
this kit reminiscing of fond
memories and possibly a warm
cup of chili to match the warm
hues in these papers!
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Dream Street’s new line
“Nostalgic” combines the fresh and
funky with a bit of rustic class to
create this beautiful combination
ready to handle any genre of topic.
If you like a bit of the distressed
look, yet long for bright colors - this
is your kit! Coupled with some
beautifully detailed Basic Grey
rub-on letters, “must have” Heidi
Swapp self-stick journaling spots
and some beautiful ric-rac, you
can’t go wrong with this selection.

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Kit # 1 supplies - Cherry Arte “Arcade”
Patterned Paper: Cut out the shapes in the papers and use as embellies.

American Crafts Foam Stars: Use bigger foam stars as buttons, pull ribbon or floss through them, layer the foam stars (by various size
with the largest on the bottom, then medium , and finally smaller ones on top), if you need a different color for a certain size cut it out
of a bigger one, and it works great to staple the foam stars to a layout.

Brads and Loopys: Tie ribbons through loopys.

Star Charm: Layer it over a foam star and use the ribbon to tie it.

Chipboard Alpha's: Cut the letters out of the chipboard (you will need very sharp scissors - see Rachel's Wish Box) or use the outside
of the chipboard packaging for frames (see Rachel's “My Friends “layout).

Cherry Arte Chipboard Accents: Paint or ink them, try Heat Embossing the glossy white chipboard accents in case inking alone
takes a long time to dry.

Ribbons and Ric Rac: Tie ribbons through loopy brads or use as a border accent or in place of a patterned strip.

Kit #2 supplies - We R Memory Keepers “Homemade”

Patterned Paper: Sand it for the distressed look (which goes just great with the feel of the paper! ), cut flower designs from the paper
to use as accents (even adhere to chipboard for dimension and/or heat emboss for a dimensional glossy accent).

WRMK Monograms: Use them as monograms or mix them with your existing letters to make it funky, outline with pen to
define the shapes more clearly, cover them with glitter, tie with ribbon, and use in short bold titles.

MM sheer frame: Apply rub-ons to the frame to jazz it up, use the frame around your journaling as a journaling "block," highlight a part within a
larger un-cut photo, frame a smaller photo, use creatively in your title or layer the frame over patterned paper for an added cool dimension.

Prima Felt flowers: Use them as photo corners, make stems from patterned paper, or doodle around them with a white sharpie.

MM fabric stickers: Use your fingernail or nail file and distress the edges, line them up like an accent border, use as
supplemental letters in a tile, use them like initials in someone's name, or use them like mini monograms.

Bazzill Big Chipboard flowers: Paint the outer part of the chipboard flower and use it as a frame for a picture, cover with
patterned paper to match your papers, and ink and heat emboss the chipboard shapes for a dimensional embellishment.

7 Gypsies rub-ons: These rub-ons are just so versatile and the perfect size to add little extra quips and thoughts in your layout, use several
different rub-ons to create a border around a photo, combine together to create fantastic journaling, tuck them in the little corners of your layout for
added flair or use them right on your photos or the sheer frame to jazz it up.

Ribbons: Use to tie on the flower charm, or as a simple border accent or in place of a strip of PP.

Flower Charm: Hang from your title, tie onto a photo corner, use to dot an "i" in your title, or use in the center of the felt or chipboard flowers.

Kit #3 supplies - Dream Street “Nostalgic”

Patterned Paper: Paint it, layer it for fun color combinations, use it as the base of your layout instead of cardstock, and
use the lined paper as a journaling block.

Chatterbox grafik rub-ons: Cut them up and create your own designs (see Jenn's NUK Lay Out), layer them, use as photo corners,
place around picture for a frame, or clump them together for a fun effect.

BasicGrey Magnetic buckle: String ribbon through, use it to hold a mini book shut.

BasicGrey Alpha's: Layer them with the Chatterbox rubons, or place them on patterned paper or cardstock and then cut them out.

Heidi Swapp journal spots: Layer them to create a bigger place for journaling, put the circle ones in the center of circles on patterned
paper, and use the rectangle ones along the side of a picture for broken journaling or place near a title and include subtitles on them.

Epoxy Brads: Use as flowers, clump them together to create a bouquet, use in the center of larger flowers, or use them to decorate
the center of the grafik rub-ons.

Pearl Pin: Use to adhere ribbon to a page, use to attach cardstock which has journaling on it

Ric Rac and Ribbon: Use as flower stems, staple to your LO.
