SCRAP Essentials “showcasing the monthly kits at The Scrapbook Site - a guaranteed treat”
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Patterned Papers - Cut into and use with lots of layering or pieces, cut the flowers and other shapes to create your own
embellishments, mount pieces on chipboard for 3-D embellishments, cut into a frame.
Roxie Fabric Paper - Mat pics, fray it, brush it with paints, cut into strips and create your own ribbon, use it as binding on an

altered book or notebook.

Roxie Alphabet - Add dots with a Zig marker, doodle on them, sand them, cut out the negative space to create more letters.

Chip Chatter Gellies - Sand and paint them white and then use marker to highlight
the shape, use as titles, use as monograms, add paint dots, use one as a cute
mongram on your layout, mix them with the Elsie sticker letters to add emphasis to
your title.

7 Gypsies rub-ons - Create a frame for a picture, combine the different items to
create custom embellishments, journal or add a title with the alphabet portion, use
around photos for a doodle effect.

Trims - Frame a picture, run across your page, cut up and use as arrows, create a
decorative mat or border.

Heidi Swapp plastic Credit Card flower- Attach with staples, punch a hole and at-
tach with ribbon, use on a card, stitch it down with layered laps over the center with
ribbon or fiber.

Add On Mini Album - Take the pages apart to use as separate embellishements or
see Rachel’s album on line for more ideas.

Add On Chipboard Buttons - Attach these with the tiny ribbons, sand-ink-paint-
doodle on them, add floss ties, stitch them with fiber and create a border or frame.

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Patterned Papers - Lots of cutting and layering, fill in B&W patterns with colored ink, colored pencil, marker or touches of paint.
Sugar Coated Papers - These work well in die cut machines (Cricut, Quickutz), just a little strip on a layout goes a long way,
create accents in small amounts for a touch of pizzazz, punch circles for flower centers/accents.

Scalloped Papers - Stick posies or ribbons through the holes, save all the scraps! The littlest pieces of scallop make adorabe
accents. Create journaling blocks since it is lined.

Antique sticker sheet - Journaling, titles, use tags as tabs and punch circles to tie
with ribbon.

Dooodlebug alphabet stickers - Add some dots to them with a Zig marker, layer,
outline with black pen for more punch.

Doodlebug Jewels - Add them to the flowers on the pp, cluster three together as
an accent, use as flower centers, corner decorations for mats, group together for
a fun photo corner.

Posies - Use a pin to poke a hole in paper and use the posies like a brad, cluster
together, create a bouquet using the kit ribbon, cut off stems if needed.

Cl Metal Flower - Sand and add ink to the edges

7 Gypsies Tag - Journaling block or tab accent.

Trim - Use ribbon like thin borders, tie around a group of posie stems to create a
bouquet.

Add On CI Journaler's Handbook - Rachel & Jennifer rave about this item! Makes
it easy to jot little notes down anytime and add it to the layout later, can be run
through the computer and they make the best journaling blocks ever, but don't be
afraid to cut them up and use pieces of them.
