Packed full of tips and ideas on how to use our current monthly kits, Scrap Essentials will focus on 2 new 
kits each month that are each unique and  packed full of possibilities - which you will see first hand with 

some of the examples from our DT.  Be sure to catch the hints & tips section on each kit, with ideas for the 
kit supplies as well as those already in your stash. Prepare for fun and creativity! 
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Patterned Paper - Cut out the shapes as embellies, sand them for the dis-
tressed look, layer layer layer! And don’t forget it’s double sided for twice 
the options! 
Bazzill Chipboard Alpha's– Paint to customize or leave them white and out-
line with a darker marker for some “pop”.  

Pebbles Sticker Alpha's– Use them like monograms, mix them for words 
and titles, sand them for a distressed look, outline them with a pen or ink 
them. 
Pebbles Stickers– Line up the quotes like a border or frame, cluster to-
gether as an accent, use them as a title or journaling, or cut them up, (like 
Jenn's April snapshots layout) 
CI Antique Stickers- Use the blocks for journaling, sand them, cut them in 
half and use the two different sides for journaling blocks on each side of 
your picture, use the scallops as a frame or photo corners and don’t be 
afraid to cut them for more usages. These are also perfect for card making!  
Buttons- Use as a photo border or to make an accent shape or journaling 
block, sew them in a line, group them in threes for a quick embellie, attach 
with floss or ribbon, dot them with paint, or layer over flowers/buttons/fabric. 
Felt Flower Border– Cut it apart and use the flowers, cut away one side for 
a curvy wave or cool photo mat, use it as a journaling mat, put brads/
buttons for flower centers or paint.

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Patterned Paper– Cut out shapes to use as embellies, and add pop 
dots under them to make them pop. 
Prairie Daisy Arrows- Use as journaling blocks, point to pictures, 
combine arrows to make letters (see Patty's 4th of July), use ar-
rows on any page and tie in to your page title (Where's ...., This 
way to ...), or layer the negative arrows over solid cardstock for a 
page border. 
Plastic Alpha's- Spell words, use as monograms, use rub-ons or 
markers on them, alternate colors, outline them, add buttons/ribbon 
cut out shapes to layer on top of them. 
Buttons- Add to plastic letters, make Mickey ears, border around 
pics, journaling or title mats, arrange along the bottom of a layout, 
or layer with flowers/larger buttons/fabric. 
Squishy Shapes- Use in the center of a letter or larger flower or 
instead of the letter O, substitute as the dot for the letter j or i from 
the plastic letters, bunch them together, use them as tops for flow-
ers and add pipe cleaners, ribbon or stitching for the stems. 
Ribbon and Ric Rac- use as border, remember the argyle ribbon is 
two sided if you just want to use the solid green back.
