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March Kit #3 Rockland

Scenic Route once again hits it out of the park with this
beautiful line in rich greens and blues. And better yet,
we’ve topped of this paper with some of our best
additions yet - Prima whisper flowers, chipboard
flowers, brackets & alphas and a cat’s eye ink pad -
you can’t go wrong with this inspirational selection!

Each with
fabulous goodies included - and now a new store feature - available for
purchase are kit add-ons with even more items to boost your supplies!
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Kit # 1 supplies - Magnolia

MM Velvet Alpha's: Add dots to embellish the letters, ink the edges for worn look or cut apart to make into other shapes and accents
(certain parts would make wonderful photo corners, and don't forget how you can turn some letters into others to create more if you run
out - an "h" turns into an "n" beautifully).

Heidi Swapp puffy centers: Make a giant dot on the letter "i*, use in the middle of a flower, use as Bullets in a list or use as simple circle
accents in a border or random design.

7 Gypsies stickers: Cut out the quotes from the center of the frame with an exacto knife if the pattern is not working for you and use the
extra frame for a photo or cut to make photo corners, use the circle quotes as flower centers both with the HS flowers and the flowers in
the pattern paper, use the "To: From:" stickers as journaling strips or as a cute label to the layout or cut out the center of the bigger
stickers to use as a frame.

Foam stamp set: Feel free to stamp even over top of layered elements and over your photos or even take the foam off of the backing
carefully with an exacto and use as a raised title.

Heidi Swapp Huge flowers: Cut in half for new look of a half flower, add a bow for the center for a different look or turn them into the sun
on a layout instead of the obvious flower.

Kit #2 supplies - Well Worn

Patterned Paper: Use the Spellbound paper to cut words out - use those words as a title, journaling, border, or accents. Use scraps to
make a border - (see MichelleS's treasure page) or to cover the chipboard letters.

Well Worn pocket: Embellish the pull tab with a ribbon bow, die cut, button or decorate the outside with rub-ons, ribbons, or other
embellishments.

Well Worn Folders: Use the folder to make shapes (see MichelleS's hearts in her Treasure layout).

Chipboard alpha's: Use the chipboard monogram letters plain or paint them (you don't have to use the pattern letters over them), use
rub-ons on top of them, decorate with ribbon bows, use as stencils, or use the chipboard letter plain for an aged look (see Rachel's
*Waiting for You* layout).

Well Worn Monograms: Create more letters out of ones you won't use, punch shapes out of the extra letters, don't forget about the
background pattern paper from the monogram sheets. (That's how Patty made photo corners on her Purity layout) or make an
ABC album or a project (like Rachel's ABC's of Age 4 with the ABC die cuts).

Chatterbox Genie Doodle set: Use the edge to trace a wavy border out of paper - you don't even have to cut it out (see MichelleS's card),
use the wavy patterns as journaling lines and don't forget to flip the template over for a mirrored image. Hint on using this tool: use the
genie with a pencil instead of the vanishing ink pen if you are concerned about the color showing. Or use the vanishing ink pen on a test
spot first.

Petaloo flowers: Take one apart and you have two X's - use as X's and O's on a layout or card or use with the ribbon as a flower/stem.

Kit #3 supplies - Rockland

Prairie Daisy die cut set: Put them together and add a fun button for the center, pull up the ends of two of the flowers for a dimensional
look or combine the centers of the die cuts to create a flower or snowflake.

Patterned Paper: For a more dramatic look pair the pastel colored patterned paper with brighter/bolder cardstock, outline in a dark color
fora darker effect or cut out some of the patterns in the paper for a unique look, use your exacto and just cut away or sand the
edges of the paper to give it a more worn look!

Chipboard alpha's: Add paint and cover with Modge Podge for letters that will match any PP or color cardstock, use the outside of the
letters as well as the letters to mix up your title work, outline the letters with your pen to make them pop off the page, ink, sand, doodle on
them, use both the negative and positive space in these or leave the centers in the letters for a different look.

Chipboard bases: Use as journaling spots, use as a mat for a letter or in a title or ink, sand, paint them as accents.

Maya Rd. chipboard flowers: Ink, paint, doodle, use puffy paint on them, leave them raw for a funky look, cut them in half and use them
to peek out of a picture, put them together for a bouquet or use the ribbon as a stem with them.

Prima Whisper Flowers with jewels: Cut the petals off and create "wings" (see Jenn’s Must Love Dogs LO), place a chipboard letter in the
center of them or cut them in half and use them to peek out from a picture.

Cat’s Eye Ink Pad: Place the ink pad onto paper and create a "leaf" (see Jenn’s blue eyed girl LO).
