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Kit # 1 supplies - “Phoebe”

Patterned Paper: Cut out the distinctive shapes and designs (especially the scalloped edges, flowers, and birds)

Fancy Pants 6X6 Chipboard Panels: Use them as stencils to cut out paper shapes, cover them with PP or textured cardstock,
paint, ink, or sand them

BasicGrey Monograms: Outline them with pen for a bold look, cut them apart to make other shapes/designs and use as accents.

And a great tip: Don't forget you can paint them if you have another color in mind.

Urban Lily Alpha Stickers: Mix with monograms for a funky look, don't forget that "u™s can be "n"s and other letters can be cut to make others.

Prairie Daisy Felt Flowers: Layer them with chipboard shapes and patterned paper designs for a dimensional look, highlight them with pen details,
try painting just on the tips of them.

Sequins, Brads and Flower: Layer the sequins and sew over them (see MichelleS's So Yummy LO), use brads to dot the letters i and j,
use Sequins as a base for other embellishments like underneath brads or little flowers, layer silk flower with felt and/or
cardstock shapes for more dimension

Ribbon: Use as border accents in place of paper, make them into arrows, tie on accents

Kit #2 supplies - “Serendipity”

Patterned Paper: Cut out the patterns and use them as embellishments, for flowers, or just about anything! Paint, sand or ink it, cut out circles,
mount on chipboard, add embossing ink or apply UTEE and heat emboss for a very cool, shiny 3-D embellishment

Sassafras Lass Monograms: Spell your entire title (there are multiple letters of each!!) Sand them to distress the look of your page, sew buttons on
them, use them as a monogram on a mini alboum. Emboss them with clear powder to intensify the colors. Ink them. Outline them or add detail to
them with pens. Use them in the center of flowers.

American Craft Felt Thickers: Alter them up with your paint pen to give them more dimension and make them pop off your page. Add paint dots,
use a gel pen to give them a tint of color. Cut the edges of them to change the look.

Heidi Swapp Double Foam Stamp: Stamp a black image on colored cardstock and cut around your stamp for a one of a kind embellishment. Use
paint or ink. Stamp image on paper and outline with pen for more detail. Combine the stamps to create your own design.

Plain Jane Chipboard: Paint or ink the chipboard and then draw on it for more dimension, leave it raw and journal on the chipboard. Cover with
paper or ribbon. heat emboss arrows after applying flowers or words

7 Gypsies tag: Use different colored pens for journaling, feel freedom to go out of the lines and just use as background.

Buttons: Hand sew them on the paper, alter them with your paint pen, cluster them together for an eye catcher on your pages.
Use them as corner accents on pictures. Use them in the center of flowers.

Metal Index Tab: Put mini letter stickers on it and use it as a journaling "block" of sorts for the date.
This can also be painted to compliment your layout.

Large Ric Rac: Make flower stems, hand sew a line up the middle for a customized look, use them to create a frame
around your photos, use it to border your journaling

Kit #3 supplies - “Marina Road”

Patterned Paper: Cut apart the striped paper and use as strips on a layout or as a frame

Heidi Grace Chipboard Alphas: Mix up the letters and their negatives for a great title option. Use a marker or ink pad to outline the chipboard to
make it stand out.

Pebbles Stencils: Emboss, chalk, use markers to outline shape or fill in. combine stencils or use just a part of a design, use as doodle templates.

Sweetwater Journal Cards: tip- simply cut off the title of the journal card if it doesn't match your page

Heidi Grace Sticker Shapes: Layer with other stickers or chipboard shapes, (for example, Rachel used the heart sticker with chipboard to make an
arrow.) Don't forget you can use the negatives of these, also

Ribbon: Thread it onto your page for a different look (see Jess' heritage layout).
